Current geopolitical transformation as a factor identity in mainstreaming in Eurasia

Abstract. The article deals with the specifics of modern geopolitical transformations that
have a serious impact on the place and role of the nation state in the international system. The au-
thors note that the emergence of various supranational and supranational organizations coordinat-
ing the economic and political activities in the modern world, has reduced the status of the nation-
state as the key actor in international relations.

Key words: geopolitical transformations, the national state sovereignty, national identity,

globalization, regionalization.

The current global transformations
are radically converting the modern world
order, including having a serious impact on
the place and role of the national state. Hav-
ing had the status of a key subject of interna-
tional relations since the peace of Westpha-
lia, the nation-state has now so weakened its
position that it is now common to speak of
its crisis.

The present state of being leads to the
fact that the role of the national state in the
conditions of globalization becomes a rele-
vant topic in the scientific discourse.

A number of authors (A. Melucci, G. H.
von Vrigt, R. Folk, S. Strange, R. Cooper) be-
lieve that the national state is leaving the his-
torical arena, because it has completely out-
lived itself. It's place should be taken the su-
pranational power and entities. The growing

influence of supranational (“planetary") or-
ganizations " ... has the consequence of both
the accelerated exclusion of weak regions,
and the creation of new channels for the al-
location of resources ... removed ... from the
control of various national States" (baymaH,
2002).

Answering the question about the
prospects of the national state in the new
world order, ]. Rosenau and E. Giddens take
a more moderate position. They deny the
hyperglobalistic rhetoric of the historical
end’s onset of the nation-state as an institu-
tion, believing that the state is not only able
to continue to defend its interests limited by
territorial barriers, but also to influence the
geopolitical situation as a whole, including
through military force. According to ]J.
Rosenau and E. Giddens, state sovereignty
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today is not so much a territorially designat-
ed border as the source and resource of up-
holding rights and privileges within the
framework of a common political system
connected by complex transnational net-
works of states ” (I'uddenc, 2004).

Of course, the globalization process
has a significant impact on the role of the na-
tion state in the system of international rela-
tions. The decline in the status of a national
state became possible due to the emergence
of various supranational organizations coor-
dinating economic and political activities in
the modern world. The emergence of new
governance mechanisms leads to the fact
that states and peoples are increasingly sub-
ordinated to the new global or regional au-
thorities.

At the end of the XX and beginning of
the XXI centuries, the problem of the sover-
eignty of the nation state and its independ-
ence in resolving issues of domestic and for-
eign policy sharply intensified. The modern
understanding of sovereignty includes the
idea of certain obligations of the state arising
from the norms of international law, which
entails the accountability of this subject of
international relations to the world commu-
nity. On the one hand, the possibility of state
intervention in the internal affairs of other
countries is recognized, on the other, the
right of the state to control its own territory
is called into question.

In the modern world, the scale of
power interference in the internal affairs of
nation states is objectively increasing. As a
result, the exercise of power by authorities
on one continent can have significant conse-
quences for peoples on other continents. In
fact, an increase in the extent of power rela-
tions means that power centers and the very
exercise of power are increasingly moving
away from areas experiencing their conse-
quences. However, access to power centers
is not provided for everyone: “... the political
and economic elites of the world's major me-
tropolises are much more integrated into
global structures and have more control
over them than the farmers of Burundi, who

are concerned with the problem of survival”
(Xend, 2011).

Restriction of sovereignty does not
really apply to all states. States with suffi-
cient economic, military, and technological
potential — primarily the United States, as
well as a number of states in Western Eu-
rope and Southeast Asia — do not allow
their sovereignty to be eroded. Those who
do not have such potential, while remaining
formally sovereign, actually lose some of
their real sovereignty.

Thus, globalization becomes a “tool
for establishing a "new world order” by
members of the "global club"™ (Kocmumna,
2009). It is based on the forced distribution
by Western countries, led by the United
States, of the neoliberal socio-economic
model. The decrease in the role of the nation-
state in world processes is due to the inabil-
ity of a number of national political institu-
tions to resist the spread of this model. The
formation of new economic and political-
economic unions, regional and international
organizations, such as the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC), the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO),
the European Union, the World Trade Or-
ganization (WTO), etc, is a reflection of the
global globalization trend. Being the struc-
tural elements of the global system, they are
aimed at improving the management effi-
ciency of both the world community as a
whole and its individual parts, but at the
same time they are not without certain con-
tradictions. Their source: the presence of na-
tional, corporate, and clan interests that can-
not be overcomed in the modern system of
relations.

In the context of global transfor-
mations taking place in the world, the eco-
nomic sphere is becoming more and more
politicized, since in achieving political goals,
more and more often, not military, but, at
first glance, peaceful, economic levers are
used. According to Schmitt, the political
sphere as a mechanism for dividing into
"groups of friends and enemies" permeates
the economic sphere of social life. Since eco-
nomic differences acquire a political status,
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the concept of "economic power position"
arises. Its essence is that ".. economically
funded imperialism .... will try to introduce a
condition on Earth in which he will be able to
freely apply his economic means of power:
an embargo on loans, an embargo on raw
materials, the destruction of foreign curren-
cy, etc. "(LLimumm, 1992).

Modern geopolitical transformations
are fundamentally changing the alignment of
political forces on the world stage. States can
no longer be considered as purely “discrete
worlds,” because they are somehow inte-
grated into complex global and regional
structures. Despite the objectively existing
inequality and hierarchy, even the most
powerful states are affected by both globali-
zation and regionalization.

The regionalization process deserves
special attention, which intensified in con-
nection with the emergence of regional cen-
ters of influence. According to A. Karimova,
“.. the semantic conjugation of the region
with the distribution of power puts it at the
center of political transformations” (Kapu-
Mmoea, 2006).

The processes of regionalization are
predominantly the counter-tendency of
globalization, but they can also strengthen
the latter. Regionalization contributes to the
emergence of dividing lines between region-
al groupings of states; the separation of prof-
itable and non-profitable zones that do not
coincide with the geographical borders of
nation-states; autonomy; the revival of tradi-
tionalism; localization fragmentation and
fragmegration.

Each of the above factors leads to cer-
tain consequences. Thus, the emergence of
dividing lines between regional groupings of
states allows them to strengthen their posi-
tions in a globalizing world. As a result of the
separation of profitable and nonprofit zones
that do not coincide with the geographical
borders of national states, more and more
power is transferred to the authorities of
trans- and subnational regions, which be-
come the “building material” of a new politi-
cal map of the world in the interests of global
corporations. Autonomization involves the

revival of religious, ethnic, national centers
for the consolidation of communities within
countries, regions, civilizations. Traditional-
ism contributes to the revival of archaic and
nationalism. Through localization, ethnic and
civilizational entities that pursue a policy of
cultural autonomy are consolidated. The lat-
ter contributes to the preservation of various
cultural areas with their particularistic value
systems (tribalism, fundamentalism, nation-
alism, socialism, communism, etc.). Frag-
mentation of the world demonstrates the
split and clash of interests of various interna-
tional communities due to their national and
cultural differentiation. Finally, fragmenta-
tion (a combination of integration and frag-
mentation processes) contributes to the
formation of blocs and unions of nation-
states in the form of complex hierarchical
systems that will lead the struggle for de-
creasing world resources. In this context, the
combination of the processes of globaliza-
tion and European integration - regionaliza-
tion - is a very interesting and ambiguous
construction. If, in economic terms, Europe-
an integration is a natural phenomenon of
globalization, then politically, European inte-
gration is, in a certain sense, a response to
the challenges of globalization, an attempt to
integrate the economic potential of Europe-
an countries and contrast European political
unity with the growing power of American
pressure. This is noted by many analysts. In
particular, ]. Chiesa writes: "American inter-
ests are strongly opposed to European ones
.. in addition, the United States, which has
been placed by history at the head of the en-
tire world, instead of ruling the planet, is all
more openly concerned with its own inter-
ests”(Kve3a, 2010).

Global transformations have a mixed
effect on national identity. On the one hand,
the process of erosion of national identity is
obvious, which is manifested in the weaken-
ing of the role of nation states in world poli-
tics as a result of increased influence of su-
pranational political and transnational eco-
nomic institutions. Supranational and trans-
national institutions in one way or another
undermine the national and cultural con-
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texts of states that are irreplaceable for the
majority by global self-determination. On the
other hand, vigorous steps are being taken to
develop and strengthen national identity,
which, depending on the context, can be
filled with both ethnic and even tribalist
characteristics, and express citizenship
(state) affiliation. Scientists who have gained
special fame for their works on Nations and
nationalism (B. Anderson, E. Gellner, E.
Smith, etc.) believe that the national state in
the modern world system will retain its sig-
nificance. While acknowledging the conver-
gence of Nations in the course of globaliza-
tion, they deny that this trend contributes to
the formation of people's indifference to the
problems of their national life. This is con-
firmed by the growing importance of nation-
al identity. In the context of global unifica-
tion, it performs a number of extremely im-
portant functions for the nation: integrative,
normative, cognitive, adaptive, ideological,
and spiritual-psychological.

Actualization of the problem of iden-
tity in such a situation is quite natural, since
identity, first of all national, is one of the
ways of self-determination in this world,
finding meaning for the present and future of
one's country. So S. Huntington believes that
Iran, South Africa and Taiwan are character-
ized by a search, and in some cases, a revi-
sion of national identity. Modern China faces
the challenge of turning a civilizational iden-
tity into a national identity. If an identity cri-
sis occurs in some countries, discussions are
sparked on this issue. Turkey and Russia are
facing a similar dilemma today. So, according
to N. Fedotova, our country continues to
search for an answer to the question of its
origins, and, as a result, identification with
the Western or Eurasian world (®edomosa,
2006). The question of national identity is
potentially facing European countries that
have faced mass migration from Africa and
the Middle East. Finally, countries whose so-
ciocultural code is far from Western liberal-
ism and individualism are beginning to wor-
ry about their own identity. “The crisis of na-
tional identity, summarizes the problem S.
Huntington, has become a global phenome-

non” (Xaumuuzmown, 2008). With regard to
the actualization of the "national issue", in
our opinion, it is closely related to the pro-
cesses of adaptation of society to new social
challenges. Since global transformations, as
noted earlier, lead to a crisis of the nation
state, such a form of self-identification as na-
tional identity is objectively subjected to a
serious test. The formation of national iden-
tity is associated with the New Age. This
form of identity has replaced the more ar-
chaic ethnic and ethno-religious forms. The
key factor underlying the formation of the
new identity was the economic interests of
the European bourgeoisie. According to L.
Greenfeld, nationalism as an ideology was
originally associated with the protectionism
of its economy (Greenfeld, 1992).

The European modernization of the
New Age, which was based on the needs of
rapidly developing capitalism, was a com-
plex of interrelated socio-economic and po-
litical changes. This inevitably entailed the
formation of the idea of national identity, in
which the cultural and political identities
merged (Pedomosa, 2006).

Despite the objectively existing eco-
nomic prerequisites for the formation of a
nation, its final formation as a cultural and
political community was preceded by the
emergence of a nation state. The reason was
that only the state was able to formalize and
successfully impose on the folk, originally
consisting of various ethnic groups, the
whole range of national standards: cultural,
linguistic, ethical, economic, economic, civil.
Ideally, a nation is a folk whose territory and
culture are a differentiating marker of identi-
ty, since the external borders of the state are
made internal borders in the minds of citi-
zens rpaxxaal (basaubap, 2003).

In connection with the foregoing, it is
difficult to disagree with those who claim
that nations are not formed or self-
organized, but are built by the state with the
help of a national idea (I'ess1Hep, 2002).

Since in the modern world the na-
tional state is in a crisis situation, counter-
tendencies arise, associated with a return to

more archaic than national forms of identity
- ethnic and religious.

The most striking and at the same
time tragic example of the actualization of
ethnic identity was the events in Yugoslavia,
which entailed not only internecine wars
and bloody ethnic cleansing undertaken by
Serbs, Croats and Kosovo Albanians, but also
the collapse of the state, which caused global
destabilization. For many decades, Kurdish
ethnic self-identification has threatened the
integrity of Turkey, accompanied by perma-
nent hostilities. Ethnic self-identification has
given particular urgency to the Georgian
conflict, which entailed the actual separation
of Abkhazia and South Ossetia from Georgia.

Appealing to ethnic identity in mod-
ern Europe is becoming the ideological
foundation of movements for the sovereign-
ty of the Catalans and Basques in Spain, the
Scots in the UK, etc.

The revival of religious identity in a
globalizing world is primarily associated
with Islamic fundamentalism. If the terrorist
attacks of al-Qaeda were aimed at sowing
panic among the population and showing the
vulnerability of even such a powerful state as
the United States, the actions of the Taliban
and ISIL movements to create an Islamic Ca-
liphate on the territory of sovereign Afghani-
stan, Iran and Syria undermine the very idea
of a secular national state and national iden-
tity.

As for the actualization of the national
form of identity, in our opinion, it is most
pronounced among the Eurasian countries
in modern Russia. First, the ideological form
of identity (the Soviet people) that personi-
fies the idea of building communism has
sunk into Oblivion along with the Soviet Un-
ion. Secondly, the collapse of the USSR as a
great power was a blow to the sense of na-
tional pride of the country's population.
Thirdly, the separatist movements that in-
tensified after the collapse of the USSR, un-
der the conditions of the objectively existing
multi-confessionality and multi-ethnicity,
threatened to lead to disintegration within
Russia itself. The reason was that the princi-
ple of administrative-territorial division both

in the USSR and in Russia de jure was based
on the principle of national autonomy. In ad-
dition, the experience of Yugoslavia testified
to the possibility of the collapse of Russia
under the influence of centrifugal trends as-
sociated with the ethnic factor. Events such
as the Chechen war, the intensification of
[slamic fundamentalism in Dagestan, as well
as Tatarstan’s earlier attempts to secede
from the Russian Federation, contributed to
a number of state initiatives to form a na-
tional Russian identity at a new stage in the
country's historical development.

The political leadership of the Russian
Federation attempts, firstly, to revive the
sense of national pride, appealing to the
country's historical past, the large-scale
achievements and victories of the Russian
Empire and the USSR. Secondly, to actualize
the feeling of national exceptionalism, culti-
vating in the minds of Russians the idea of a
fundamentally different and autonomous
value-worldview attitude towards the West.
Thirdly, to reanimate the messianic ideas
characteristic of the Russian mentality,
which is reflected in military and economic
assistance to those peoples and states in re-
spect of which the principle of justice is vio-
lated. The most controversial are the at-
tempts of the Russian state to unite the na-
tion on a confessional (Orthodox) basis,
since Christianity is a traditional religion on-
ly for a part of the country's population. In
the context of the foregoing, the author
notes: in a globalizing world, both cosmopol-
itan, essentially entropic, and local, and even
tribalistic, value-world outlooks and, as a re-
sult, methods of self-identification prevail.
The revival of national identity as a symbio-
sis of civil, cultural and territorial unity is
constructive in modern conditions. The na-
tional form of identity indirectly contributes
to the preservation of the main legitimate
unit of international relations - the national
state, and ultimately acts as a guarantor of

stability on a global scale.

Catholicism in Georgia in the First Half of the 14t Century?

Abstract. In the first half of the XIX century, because of the deliberate policy of Giorgi V (1318-1346),
Georgia managed to regain the previous greatness. According to the opinion prevalent in the historiography,
the restored country became so popular that in 1329 Pope John XXII moved the Episcopal Catholic Church
from Smyrna to Thilisi. The Pope’s intention was conditioned by the fact as if there were many Catholics.
However, in that period Georgia was divided into three parts under the Mongolian Rule. Consequently, the
allegations about the revival of the country, its authority and the Pope’s decision are hasty. As it clears up in
the East and in Georgia as well the inspiration of the Catholics began from the regiment of Oljaitu, with his
backing. During his rule while fighting against the Turkish and the Mamelukes he tried to have contacts with
the Europeans.

Apparently, Giorgi V acknowledged the necessity of close relations with Europe, so with his support the
Catholic missionaries were free in their activities in Georgia. Thus the Catholic Parish in Georgian began its
existence, though the country’s conversion to the Catholicism could not be the part of the state policy (there is
no evidence of it), as well as the increase in the number of converts to the Catholicism was unreal.

So the establishment of the missionary center in Thilisi and the aspiration to build the Catholic Church
in Georgia were conditioned by the desire to change the situation, to attract more attention and to increase the
number of the Catholics but not with the great number of Catholics existed here.

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Introduction

In the XIV century Georgia regained
the previous greatness. King Giorgi V, via
his intrepidity, determined activities and
relations with khans, managed to fulfill
the arrangements for the restoration of
the Georgian State, its unity, independ-
ence, economic bases and influence in the
neighborhood. According to the opinion
established in the historiography, re-
stored land gained such authority that
Pope John XXII moved the Episcopal
Catholic Church from Smyrna to Tbilisi
[Papuashvili, 1955:89-94]. If the Episcopal
Catholic Church had been to move 10
years later, such interpretation would
have been appropriate. But in 1329 Geor-
gia was still divided into three parts under
the rule of the Mongolians, so the talking
about the country’s restoration, its au-
thority and therefore the Pope’s decision
is premature.

Theoretical basis

As it clears up in the East and in
Georgia as well the activation of the
Catholics began from the regiment of
Oljaitu Khan (1304-13160, with his
backing. Interestingly, Oljaitu Khan’s
Christian mother had her son baptized
and named as Nicholas in 1289 in honor
of Pope Nicholas V. Oljaitu Khan’s father
Arghun had diplomatic relations with that
pope
[https://ka.wikipedia.org/wiki/Oljaitu].
Although, in 1295 he became Muslim, dur-
ing his rule he tried to contact the Euro-
pean rulers, fought the Mamelukes and
the Turks. Exactly at that time the sum-
mer residence of the Ilkhans - Sultanie
(near Kazvin) became the center of the
Catholic Missionaries. By 1315 there were
25 Catholic churches established in that
center (Tamarashvili, 1902; Papuashvili,
1995). In 1307 Pope Clement V (1305-
1314) sent a number of Franciscan and
Dominican brothers. Next Pope John XXII
(1316-1334) continued the same policy
(Tamarashvili, 1902). Remarkably by the
help of the rich Italian cities the com-

merce of which the Pope supported great-
ly, he wanted to increase his influence in
the East. In that period Genoa and Venice
dominated the Back Sea trade. Of course
all that helped the formation of the Catho-
lic population here.

In 1318 the part of the missionaries
sent to Tbilisi, went back to Rome. They
informed the Pope that the spread of Ca-
tholicism here went well. The last thing
inspired the Pope to think about the unifi-
cation of two churches. In 1321 he wrote
to King Giorgi V and urged him to join the
Saint Peter’s Church: “... We beg you and
in the name of Jesus Christ ask you not to
delay the joining the Holy Church of
Rome. These days our appeal was inspired
by the help of the God and suggestion of
our brothers. They miss you very much
and want to baptize you and your people
(Tamarashvili, 1902). As we think this is-
sue was discussed here beforehand and
the Missionaries told about the Georgians’
reaction to the Pope. The Pope’s promise
indicates to it: “if you think that this join-
ing is impossible by this meek Ecumenical
Council, we inform you that we are ready
to call ecumenical council if you and your
Episcopes want to..” (Tamarashvili,
1902).

Unfortunately the King’s answer did
not survive. Possibly, according to the sit-
uation existed in the country the king
could not accomplish the Pope’s request if
we don’t say anything about the King's
wish. The fact that in a few years in Thbilisi
there was established the Episcopal
Catholic Church indicates that the Pope’s
request was taken into account in some
sense. According to the 1329 papal bull
the Pope abolished the Episcopal Catholic
Church in Izmir persecuted by the Turks
and for a new Episcopal center he chose
city Thilisi “well-known and wonderful”.
The Dominican monk John from Florence
was chosen as a bishop (Tamarashvili,
1902). The Thilisi Eparchy subdued to the
Sultanie.

King Giorgi Brtskinvale himself at-
tended the first blessing at a new estab-
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lished cathedral. Enchanted by the Latin
Mass he thanked the Catholic priests and
Eparchy (Tchitchinadze, 1920). Apparent-
ly, the King appreciated the necessity of
relations with Europe especially in the pe-
riod of the Turkish and Mongolian aggres-
sion. So with his support the Catholic Mis-
sion was given fully freedom of activity.
The result of the last was the formation of
the Catholic parish. “The Georgian Gov-
ernment supposed that the Catholic Popu-
lation of Thbilisi would be the favorable
tool to provide economic, political and
cultural relations with Western Europe
and he did not prevent Catholicism from
spreading (Menabdishvili, 2005). The
1328 papal bull says: “rich with people,
adroit and wealthy” Tbilisi and the most
part of the population of its surroundings
became Catholics. The last thing deter-
mined the move of the Episcopal Catholic
Church from Smyrna to Thbilisi. In the let-
ter of 1329 the Pope softens the merit of
Dominican monks and says that because
of them many natives became Catholics.
According to the Pope “the believers of
that place are sure and hope firmly that if
those nuns continue to preach of the Gos-
pel in those people, as they did so far a big
number of the people will get Catholicism
(Tamarashvili, 1902).

Unfortunately, the position of the
head of the Orthodox Church is not clear
in those letters. In the period of Giorgi
Brtskinvale there were two Catholicos-
patriarchs: Ekvtime and Basili III. Surely,
in the view of the conditions that the
Catholic Missionaries were very active,
the Patriarch should have taken steps
against the decrease of the Orthodox par-
ish. According to Tamarashvili both patri-
archs did great deeds for their country. So
the King could not have better advisers or
accomplices than both Patriarchs when
beginning new initiation. Thus one of the
compilers of the code “Dzeglis-deba” was
Ekvtime (Tamarashvili, 1995). In such sit-
uation unless the change of the faith had
been the part of the state policy, the Pope
would not have been able to find the sup-

porter for his endeavor (there is not
known such a supporter). So the rapid in-
crease in the number of Catholics could
not have been true. In fact the last letter of
the Pope was the effort to prove his wish
as reality.

According to researcher Rogava,
Giorgi Brtskinvale did not restrict the ac-
tivities of the Catholic Missionaries, he
was nice to them, but neither the King not
the people changed their faith (Rogava,
1996).

Researcher Menabdishvili thinks
that the fact about a big number of the
Catholics in Thbilisi and in its surroundings
is exaggerated (Menabdishvili, 2005). Re-
searcher T. Ivelashvili says that Catholic
parish in Georgia of that period was not
numerous and existence of the Catholic
Episcopal Cathedral in Tbilisi did not
mean the Catholics’ great success (Ive-
lashvili, 2009)

With different judgments came Mi-
khail Tamarashvili: “...there is no doubt
the Catholicism in Georgia at the begin-
ning of that century had significant suc-
cess, such huge success that not only
many Georgians became Catholics, they
became Missionaries themselves as well;
they visited the faithless lands and shed
the blood for Christ. As a valid proof of
this Tamarashvili talks about the torture
of laity Demetre from Tbilisi in India, who
was an interpreter of the Catholic broth-
ers (Tamarashvili, 1995). It is notable that
Luka Isarlovi in his book published in
1898 describes Demetre as a person who
knew only the Tatar language and said
nothing about his martyrdom [Isarlovi,
1898:20]. Unfortunately, another evi-
dences indicating to the Catholics’ success
are no found in this book, so it is not rea-
sonable to draw the far-reaching conclu-
sions.

In the same 1329 year the Pope
urged Giorgi V and his people to join the
Catholic Church. It is remarkable that in
this letter the Pope neither mentioned the
huge number of the Catholics among the
Georgians nor showed his appreciation
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for the support of Missionaries. Yet actual-
ly who was the person if not a king to
whom the Pope had to say such kind of
things in order to gain his approval.

As it is known Giorgi V had to make far
more important decisions related to the lib-
eration and restoration of the country, con-
sequently there could not have been any
changes in the Georgian-Roman relations.
Nor was any foundation for it. In the period
of the Mongolian Rule Georgia did not get
any tangible support nor from West Europe
neither from the Pope. So there could be no
expectation regarding the success of the Mis-
sionaries’ activities. A few years earlier in his
first letter to the King the Pope asked the
Georgian government to welcome his mis-
sionaries. The last thing clearly illustrates the
state of the Catholic Church, the number of
the Catholic parish and its influence in Geor-
gia. Accordingly there is nothing palpable to
argue that there were any changes in the
number of religious groups either. So the
establishment of the missionary center in
Tbilisi and the aspiration to build the
Catholic Church in Georgia were conditioned
by the desire to change the situation, to
attract more attention and to increase the
number of the Catholics but not with the
great number of Catholics existed here.

Conclusion.

The fact that until the 10-s of the XVI
century when the Catholic Cathedral was
abolished in Georgia no Georgian clergy

became the bishop of Tbilisi Catholic Ca-
thedral, there could not have been many
Catholics among the Georgians in the fol-
lowing centuries either. Besides there is
no evidence to allege that there was any
need to build a catholic church in other
regions or cities if we don’t take into ac-
count the cathedral of Tskhumi. It means
that Tbilisi Catholic Cathedral was run
formally. Perhaps some number of the
Georgians became Catholic but it could
not have an impact on the life of the Geor-
gians in the XIV-XV centuries.

Abstract: The article analyzes the current situation around the national and religious institutions of
the Crimean Tatars. Special attention is given to the Mejlis of the Crimean Tatar people, who after the prohibi-
tion of activity on the territory of Crimea continues to have an impact on the lives of the Crimean Tatars on the
Peninsula. Special attention is paid to the issue of transformation of the role and place of Spiritual administra-
tion of Muslims of Crimea and Sevastopol in the life of the Crimean Tatars. The risk of radicalization of this
ethnic group through the considered institutions is also noted.
